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Possible 2005 Legislative Funding for
our Neighborhood

As of the publication date of the JCPNA News,
during the sixty-day 2005 New Mexico Legislative
Session, several capital outlay requests benefiting
the Jerry Cline Park, Hayes Middle School, and
Mark Twain Elementary School have been
introduced. So far, none have been passed.
