to cure before the color coating will be applied
during the week of September 1. Phase Two will begin during the week of July 26, when the adjacent
four courts will be demolished. They are scheduled to be resurfaced during the week of September
13. The final three courts, Phase Three, will be demolished on August 2, and the slabs should be
poured during the week of August 30. The courts will be put online as each phase is completed.

It appears, therefore, that there will be approximately four or five weeks (August) when all twelve
courts will be under construction. Since the City no longer considers asphalt for public courts, the
upgrade to reinforced concrete courts was chosen as the best option. The concrete is a 4000 pounds
per square inch concrete, and #5 rebar is being used within the five-inch thick slab. The courts will
also be resurfaced using a color coating. With an anticipated cost of approximately $585,500, this is
a substantial investment by the City of ABQ in the Jerry Cline Park.

Based on the available capital funding referenced in the last JCPNA News, approximately $455,500
remains available for the construction of a support building, if that option is pursued. Since we have
provided the Mayor, City Councilors, and our State legislators copies of our Tennis Complex Survey
and responses, they cannot plead ignorance that the members of the JCPNA have opinions about
the matter and wish to be consulted if the issue reaches the discussion stage again. (If you haven't
returned your completed survey, please do so as soon as possible.

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JERRY CLINE PARK TENNIS COMPLEX SURVEY RESULTS

The first 50 responses to our survey revealed that not only were most of the questions poorly worded,
providing more than one statement to react to, but that there are very diverse opinions within the
boundaries of the JCPNA concerning the idea of a tennis complex. There was only one question to
which the responses of those who had an opinion were unanimous (44 #5s on question 4), and there
was one question to which the responses were almost completely unanimous, but the comments with
the one "dissenting" response revealed a problem with the wording of the question.

Although our questions may be somewhat flawed, we still believe that the results, along with the
comments, do provide the Mayor, City Councilors, and our State Legislators with useful feedback.
We will update them periodically with the additional responses we receive, which will help remind
them of our concerns and desire to be "kept in the loop" with regard to any developments at the Park.

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NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH ORGANIZING PROGRAM

The "cornerstone"of the ABQ Police Department's crime prevention effort is their Neighborhood Watch
Organizing Program. There are over 2000 neighborhoods in ABQ participating in the program. Initially,
they look for someone who would be willing to host, in their home, an organizing meeting for their
block. That individual should talk with their neighbors to see if there is general interest. If at least
50% of the homes on your block are interested, you can set up an initial organizing meeting with the
SE Substation's Crime Prevention coordinator, Sandy Martinez-Pino at 256-2050. Your group will be
presented with residential burglary prevention and home security information, as well as area crime
data. At the end of the meeting, the group will select someone to be the Block Captain to function as
the contact person with the APD.
