THREE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE
JERRY CLINE PARK NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION BY-LAWS

It is hereby proposed that Article Il - Membership, Section 4, be amended to read:

Dues are two dollars ($2) per regular member and fifteen dollars ($15) per business member.
Dues may be prepaid one (1) year in advance. Dues are set by the Board of Directors.

RATIONALE FOR CHANGE: Because the Board of Directors increased the regular member dues from
one dollar ($1) to two dollars ($2) on September 3, 2003, this change will cause the By-laws to concur
with the dues rate set by the Board.

It is hereby proposed that Article V - Duties of the Officers, Section 4, be amended to read:

Treasurer: The Treasurer shall collect all monies due the JCPNA and shall have custody of all
the funds in a checking account as approved by the Board of Directors. The Treasurer shall
pay all bills approved by the Board of Directors, and shall keep account of all receipts and
expenditures. The Treasurer shall present a financial statement at each Board Meeting and
general membership meeting. On all checks over $100, the signature of two of the following
officers shall be required: President, Vice-President, and Treasurer.

RATIONALE FOR CHANGE: Expanding signatory authority to the JCPNA bank account provides more
flexibility in paying JCPNA expenses.
It is hereby proposed that Article VIII - Monetary Matters, be amended to read:
No member, director or officer will receive directly or indirectly any compensation or pecuniary
benefit from the JCPNA, except that the Board of Directors may approve reimbursement for

pre-approved expenses. The President, Vice-President and Treasurer shall each have signatory
authority to the JCPNA checking account.

RATIONALE FOR CHANGE: This Article will then concur with the affect of the second proposed change.

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Update on Jerry Cline Park Master Plan / Improvemen ts & Enhancements

Over the last three months, four members of the JCPNA Board of Directors have attended one or more
of nine different meetings with Councilor Mayer and with from three to eight other COA representatives.
Jay Hart, the new director of the Parks & Recreation Department, has been very gracious and willing
to work with us. He has attended six of those meetings, and we've been discussing the incredible
opportunity presented to the City by the donation from the State of over two acres of land at the northwest
corner of Jerry Cline Park.

All of you were invited to a December 1st meeting at Mark Twain Elementary School, and 187 people
attended. Councilor Mayer presented the draft ideas we'd been discussing of a Community Recreation
Center, a hybrid facility concept not currently in existence in ABQ. After the community meeting, using
the ideas and concepts mentioned, and addressing concerns raised, combined with last summer's
JCPNA Tennis Complex Survey, we provided the City's architect with a "wish list" for the preparation of
a master plan for the Jerry Cline Park and the Tom Bolack Urban Forest.

Since not all of the members of the JCPNA were able to attend the December meeting, we'll again be
discussing ideas and concerns about needed improvements at the Park at our Annual Meeting.

Then any improvements and enhancements will need to be financed. We will be able to seek bond issue
funding from the City of ABQ when the time comes, but since the State Legislature's 60-day session
started this week, we are first going to pursue getting State Grants.

Opportunity for Funding Park Improvements

Please contact any or all legislators that you believe might be willing to request funding for capital outlay
projects at the Park. Senators Robinson, Boitano, Synder, and Beffort, and Representatives Park,
Arnold-Jones, and Picraux all requested funding for construction of the support building and court
renovation at the Park during the 2004 Legislative Session.

We should thank those legislators listed above who requested funding last year, and most importantly,
we don't want to send form letters to request Capital Outlay Project funding. Write a note mentioning
the opportunity to use the State's gift of more than two acres to enhance Jerry Cline Park and the
importance of doing something before it becomes overgrown by weeds. You'll want to provide a brief
description of the purpose of the funds you're requesting. Some, and hopefully most, of us will be
requesting capital outlay project funding for "the design of a master plan for Jerry Cline Park, the design
of a "Community Recreation Center" at Jerry Cline Park, and construction of all related renovations and
improvements to Jerry Cline Park and its bike and pedestrian pathways." If you would like to specifically
request funding for new playground equipment, for additional park lighting, or for whatever area is near
and dear to your heart, please do so. We won't get any funding if we don't ask.
