Park  Neighborhood Association stating our specific

As mentioned by Representative Al Park at our general
membership meeting in March, multiple Capital Outlay Requests
for funds for the renovation of the courts and the construction of
a support building were passed during the January legislative
session and signed by Governor Richardson.

Per Gail Reese, the City of ABQ's Chief Financial Officer, the
above represents the capital funding for use at the Jerry Cline
Park, as of March 29, 2004.

To the left is Architect Lee Gamelsky's rendering of a
tennis support building, costing approximately $780,000.
Since the Mayor's proposed budget was introduced, it
has been decided that repairing/resurfacing the courts,
at a cost of approximately $586,000, is the higher
priority. As a result, only about $460,000 would be
available for construction of a support building.
Therefore, changes to the plans will have to be made.
Our input has been requested, and we have received
assurances that we will be kept in the loop.

Sound Barrier Wall Construction Update

During our last General Membership Meeting in March, Mike Plese, from the NM Highway and
Transportation Department, told us that the sound barrier wall construction would begin "in three
weeks." Obviously, that hasn't happened yet. Apparently, the contractor who must dig the holes for
the pilasters was delayed at the bridge, and then he had to move on to another project.

On April 23, several homeowners, whose property backs up to 1-40, met Ted Barela, from NMH&TD,
in the alley to discuss the placement of the Wall and the construction timeline. Again we were told
that it was three weeks away, BUT we were told that what they call the Critical Path (schedule) was
subject to change. In a follow-up conversation last week, | was again told "three weeks." Today, | was
told that the drilling contractor is now scheduled to start the pilasters on June 21, with panels to follow
in early July. Of course, there will continue to be weekly scheduling meetings that may result in further
changes to the Critical Path, but they are being open with us, and we appreciate it. Since we've been
assured that the Wall will be completed along with the Interchange Project, we'll continue to hang in
there. At least it'll be on our Thanksgiving blessings list!

Pennsylvania I-40 Overpass Construction Update

Word has it now that there are plans to complete the rebuilding of the Pennsylvania [-40 Overpass
this fall also. We'll keep you informed as we hear more about these plans.
