MAYOR MARTIN CHAVEZ'S ABANDONED VEHICLE INITIATIVE
How a neighborhood looks says a lot about how safe it is likely to be. A neighborhood that looks like a junkyard 
says to would-be criminals that the residents don't care, or are likely to look the other way.

Believing we can make a difference, I have begun an initiative to rid neighborhoods of the abandoned and 
inoperable vehicles that do so much to detract from the quality of life in our community.

I am initiating this new drive throughout the city. But I cannot succeed without your support and assistance.

To facilitate the reporting of junk cars that blight our neighborhoods, I have set up the 768-CARS (2277) hotline 
for those who share the desire to see our neighborhoods cleaned up and rid of these hazards. For those who 
prefer newer technologies, simply get online at www.cabq.gov and report the junked car directly. Either way, 
APD will be dispatched within 72 hours to tag the vehicle and prepare the enforcement path depending on 
whether the vehicle is on private or public property.

There will be a 30-day amnesty program, starting Feb. 24, but after that grace period runs out, this community 
program will be strictly enforced.
